This Chicago event marks the first time that Stewart, who joined forces with Office Depot in 
2009 as his primary sponsor in the NASCAR Sprint Cup Series™, will host a backpack event 
with the Office Depot Foundation. He is scheduled to host several more events across the 
country throughout the year, and this weekend, his No. 14 Office Depot/Old Spice Chevy Impala 
SS will feature a special back-to-school paint scheme during the July 11 NASCAR Sprint Cup 
Series™ Lifelock.com 400 race at Chicagoland Speedway (Saturday, July 11, 7:30 p.m.

“We have thousands of clients who 
can’t afford book bags and end up bringing their school supplies in a plastic grocery bag,” says 
Mark Tisdahl, In-Kind Manager and Group Volunteer Coordinator for the Jane Addams Hull 
House Association in Chicago. “The plastic grocery bag is ineffective in carrying school supplies 
and books, but it is also humiliating. Due to these generous donations, we have been able to 
end the humiliation of hundreds of students scared to go to school without a backpack.” 
 
To distribute the backpacks, the Foundation is hosting 25 “Back-to-School Backpack 
Celebrations” in cities across the United States and Canada – five of which will also feature 
Stewart.  Thousands of backpacks also are being donated by Office Depot stores in hundreds of 
local communities and in collaboration with Office Depot’s Business Solutions Division in select 
cities.
